Re: 10/02455/FUL – 28/29 Kings Avenue
The Executive Committee of this Society has considered this application, and wishes to present objections to it.

1. The amenity value of the canalside path lies in the fact that it is a green access into the heart of Chichester. Trees have been felled along the canal boundary in advance of this application, and thus the application should contain firm proposals and commitments for their replacement.

2. Without scale or drawings of elevation which include the outlines of neighbouring buildings, it is impossible to judge the height of the new development and its effect on the canal path. The developer must provide information on this aspect of the development.

3. Insufficient space is allowed for car parking, which will inevitably spill over into an already crowded road to the detriment of existing residents. The garages need to be large enough to take modern cars, and extra space needs to be provided for visitors. It is also probable that despite pious hopes, there will be a number of two-car families living on the site.* This development and similar should not go ahead until a Residents’ Parking Scheme for South Chichester has been implemented.
