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The Buttermarket: its History and
the City Council’s Plans

The Chichester Buttermarket, or Market Hall as it
was originaly called, is a Grade I1* Listed Building
and amuch loved and popular feature of Chichester.

Early History

In 1802, the then Chichester Corporation agreed that
the holding of markets in different parts of the city
was extremely inconvenient to both the inhabitants
and traders and decided to establish a fixed market
in some place. However this origina plan although
described as ‘so desirable in itself’” was abandoned
the following year on the grounds of the ‘ great
expense’ that would be incurred.

In 1806 the matter was raised again and it was
agreed that a Mar-

sell. These charges give an indication of the kind of
items sold which included butter, cheese, game, fish,
fruit, eggs and meat. Typical charges for produce
were 2d for every turkey or goose, 1d for every gal-
lon of cockles or mussels and 2d for every sucking
pig— live or dead.

The Twentieth Century Changes

In 1900 the original Market Hall was remodelled to
make the most of this central site. The origina
wooden stalls and the fish market were removed and
an additional storey was added to create what was
originally described as a Technical Institute and later
as the Art Annex of Chichester College of Further
Education.

John Nash, Surveyor Genera to King George lll,
was invited to design the building. His plans, which
are now in the possession of the Royal Institute of
British Architects, were approved in August 1806
and show a single story building with the familiar
portico and seven wooden stalls down each side.
The rear of the hall was open with afish market
behind.

The Opening

The Market Hall opened for business on 20" January
1808 and a table of the tolls was displayed. The stall
holders were charged one shilling a day for their
stall and set amounts for the produce they wished to

Buttermarket.
These have included the wheel chair access ramp
outside @unch Box® improvements to the drains,
improved security, the remova of the condemned
gas heaters on the first floor and their replacement
with electric heating and the repainting of the exte-
rior.

The Need for Change

refurbishment project is required to extend the life of
the property and to protect the fabric'.

can only be done in the absence of the tenants so the
existing leases are not being renewed in order to
allow thiswork to take place.

At the present time the City Council are working
with professional advisersto find a suitable devel op-
ment partner to take forward a scheme of refurbish-
ment. A decision will be made later in the year.

The City Council has always been mindful of the
position of the existing business, and meetings were
held with them in September 2006 and March 2007
to explain the City Council®intentions.

The City Council®management of the Buttermarket
isacommercial operation and the existing rents are

set on acommercia basis and are subject to regular

review.

The City Council continues to emphasiseitsinten-
tion both to retain the freehold ownership of the But-
termarket and, in accordance with the undertaking
given in the Town Plan, to ensure that the refur-
bished Buttermarket will contain small to medium
sized units. It will not be let to a sole trader.

Chichester City Council’ s proposals to appoint a

development partner for the Buttermarket are
progressing further. The Council have decided that
al the six firms who submitted an expression of
interest in response to an advertisement in the
‘Estates Gazette' will now move to the next stage of
the selection process. Five of the six firms have
development experience in Sussex.

One option for the City Council to consider would
be for the development partner to pursue the ques-
tion of obtaining planning permission and Listed
Building Consent in respect of the applications that
were withdrawn as result of the objection lodged by
English Heritage.

In accordance with undertakings previously given,
the existing businesses who have indicated a wish to
return to arefurbished Buttermarket will have the

opportunity to discuss their wishes with the devel op-
ment partner.

It is expected that the City Council will make a final
decision on a development partner by November
2007.

NO to Cycling on Pavements!

The law is being broken hundreds of times every day
of the week in Chichester.

Not surprisingly, no-one does anything about it, be-
cause police officers - our law enforcers - are among
the offenders, as photographs sent to the local news-
paper have testified. Their fellow transgressors
include postmen, paper boys and girls and whole
legions of students, local residents and visitors.

They are al guilty of cycling on pavements, a
reckless and irresponsible practice that is steadily and
progressively increasing in the city.

No sensible person can

myself sending an officer of the law crashing to the
ground.

The hard fact remains that pavements were provided
and designed for pedestrians, and cyclists are pre-
cluded from them by force of law.

| have heard senior police officers questioned on the
issue, and the response is that officers are better em-
ployed catching burglars or arsonists - in other words,
perpetrators of serious crimes.

This would be easier to accept if there was not a veri-
table army of enforcers, including traffic wardens and

deny that cycling is a
healthy and environmen-
tally friendly way of

getting about, and our
local authorities have a
whole raft of policies

intended to encourage
and support it. Their am
is to make Chichester a
©ycling city,© with in-
creased numbers of spe-
cialy designated routes
and facilities for cycling.

But cycling on the pave-
ments is an anti-social
menace. It is nothing
more than aform of

yobbism - and maybe we
should start calling the
offenders yobbists, to

community wardens, en-
gaged in clobbering mo-
torists for parking of-
fences. This is a legiti-
mate and necessary func-
tion to reduce congestion,
but it is aso, of course, a
substantial revenue
earner, while any attempt
to tackle the perils of the
pavement would probably
produce little hard cash.
However, a few publi-
cised court cases every
few weeks would at least
start to get the message
home.

To befair, asmall number
of the guilty do make an
effort to cycle aong
slowly and carefully. But

distinguish them from the
more socially minded cyclists and from conventional
yobbos, who make people® lives a misery in other
ways.

It is generaly accepted that laws ignored by large
numbers of individuals, and not enforced by the
police, may as well be dropped from the statute book.
This point must surely be reached soon with these
pestiferous pedallers, unless something is done.

| am personally so irritated by this that | am often
sorely tempted to thrust my umbrella into the spokes
of a bike which hurtles silently up behind me and
flashes past within inches. Unfortunately, | could find

the vast mgjority, includ-
ing many young men and women, clearly believe
they have a God-given right to barge along at high
speed, past front doors, garden gates, parked cars

and across intervening road junctions, weaving in and
out of pedestrians, without looking to the left or right.

Owen was born at Kenfig Hill, near Bridgend, and he was
aways very proud of being Welsh.
